McElroy Youth Leadership Fund

The endowed McElroy Youth Leadership Fund aims to support UNI faculty, staff and students
that engage with the community to provide programs, resources, research, and services to

youth in the Cedar Valley. Projects should address inclusion, equity, and diversity and advance
social justice.

The McElroy Youth Leadership Fund is also designed to recruit students into careers as leaders
of youth-serving organizations and nonprofit agencies. Exposing students to opportunities in
providing programs, resources and services to youth in the community can peak their curiosity
for career paths in the youth-serving/nonprofit sector.

Eligibility requirements:
1. Any UNI faculty, staff, students, or student organization can apply for the funds;

2. The program, resource, or service must serve youth and/or youth-serving
organizations in the community;

3. Projects should address inclusion, equity, and diversity and advance social justice;
4. Recipients must agree to learn about the CNP (20 min presentation). Upon notification of
funds, a presentation will be arranged.

To apply for funds that address the goals of the McElroy Youth Leadership Program, answer the
following questions:

1. Describe the project (up to 250 words).

2. Describe the youth population being served by the project (1-2 sentences).

3. Who is the community partner/partnering organization?



4. How does the project address inclusion, equity, and diversity and advance social justice. Feel free
to use a list format or bullet points. (up to 250 words).

5. Please attach a copy of your budget to the application.
a. List any other sources of funding
b. List your requested funding amount

6. A condition of receiving funds is agreeing to share the opportunity for students, faculty,

staff, and community members to earn their Certified Nonprofit Professional (CNP)
credential.
